INTRODUCTION :

National Association for the Integration and
Rehabilitation of the Handicapped (NAIRH) came into
existence in the year 1993. It's an ongoing journey |
which has never been easy. It has its own challenges and
experiences. But with the support of well - wishers and
supporters the journey became steady.

Association runs a School for Intellectual Disability
and services for Multi-lImpaired children. Education,
Training, Therapeutic services etc. are being provided to
them. The sole aim is to make them self reliant as much
as possible. No money is being charged from the
beneficiaries. No discrimination has been made on the
basis of Caste, Colour, Sex, Creed or Religion.

SCHOOL FOR THE INTELLECTUAL DISABILITY :

63 Divyang students received education during the
year - 43 boys and 20 girls. 6 Special educators, a part
time Physio-therapist, A Principal and 4 Helpers were
there to support divyang students.

individualised Education Plan (IEP) for each child is
being formed. While formulating the plan team
members give their inputs. The team comprises of
Special Educator, Physiotherapist, Parents of child and
Principal of the school. The IEP (individual education
plan ) is reviewed after every quarter. Ratio of student
and educator is 1:10in each class.

Educable children learn reading, writing, maths
skills etc. There are two sections of trainable group.
They are trained in different skills. Most of the learning
of this group of students s through oral lessons.

There are 7 Class rooms, An Assembly Hall, a Physio-
therapy room, a kitchen, Play ground and separate
toilets for Boys and Girls.

All the rooms are cross ventilated. There is
comfortable furniture for divyang children in every class
room. Tube lights, fans are fitted in every room. Water
purifier and water cooler is there for clean drinking
water.
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Part time Physiotherapist is also available. She
Pays 2 visits in a week. She helps students with
therapeutic exercises.

All the students can receive education and training
till the age of 18 years in the school.

CHILDREN WITH MULTIPLE-DISABILITIES -

13 students received education or training in this
section during the year. These students suffer from
more than one disability. Few children have intellectual
disability alongwith visual impairment, while some
other have cerebral palsy with Intellectual disability or
any other combination of significant disabilities.
